 A JOURNEY ALONG THE PATHWAY OF SOULS: 

A Native American View of the Night Sky 

             PAS member Cindy Sommerkamp will make a special presentation at the Pensacola State College 

Planetarium at 7 PM on Sept. 19th. With a background in iconography, Cindy began her graduate work under 

the late Mayan scholar Linda Schele at Texas. Years later in the UWF Anthropology program, she applied the 

"Southwest School" interpretative methods to Pensacola culture ceramics from Mississippian cemetery sites. 

Since earning her MA in 2008, Cindy has continued her research at the Archaeology Institute, revealing some 

unexpected symbolic references to Native American constellations. This Viva Florida! 500 presentation is 

free and open to the public but seating is limited.  

Cindy will present this research in more depth as a PAS membership meeting program Wednesday, Nov. 13.
