     Construction of the new YMCA on the 

old Pensacola News Journal property has 

begun.   Recently a team of UWF archae-

ologists were given permission to docu-

ment the profile walls of the YMCA con-

struction area and collect samples from 

features in the profile. Archaeologists 

identified remains of the northwest pali-

sade wall of the 1767 British “Star Fort” 

and the moat around the 1778  British Fort 

of Pensacola.  Future plans include moni-

toring construction on the rest of the for-

mer PNJ lot and hopefully identify other 

colonial structural features that were in the 

area including a bake oven from a 1765 

map.
