 Our speaker this month will be 

Chris Dvorscak, UWF Archaeology grad 

student. Chris was born and raised in 

Crystal River, Florida, and has always 

had a passion for being on the water.  

After high school, he earned his bache-

lor’s degree in anthropology with a mi-

nor in business management from Eck-

erd College in St. Petersburg, Florida. It 

was during his time at Eckerd that he 

developed an interest in maritime ar-

chaeology and attended a summer field 

school at the University of West Florida 

in 2009.  He returned to UWF for his 

Master’s and plans to defend his thesis 

next spring.   

 As the University of West Flori-

da continues to survey Pensacola water-

ways, many new anomalies have been 

discovered.  One of the most significant 

is a 105’ long sidewheel steamer, which 

was located in the Blackwater River us-

ing side-scan sonar.  The wreck’s three 

distinct sections – the bow, boiler, and 

propulsion-related machinery in the stern 

– remain mostly intact.  The most indica-

tive of the artifacts examined are bricks
